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The RMF Spreadsheet Reporter Tool (Disc 5)

The RMF Spreadsheet Reporter enhances the capabilities of the RMF Postprocessor. It
can convert complete RMF listing data sets and RMF Overview Records to Lotus WK1
format. The tool contains sample Lotus 1-2-3 for Windows and Excel Spreadsheet
macros to process, analyze and display the converted RMF data. To exploit RMF
Overview Records, the tool comes with sample job control and templates which can be
used on your OS/390 system. There are two versions of this tool on this CDROM:

e RMFPPNT.EXE - can be used on a Windows NT or Windows 95 workstation
« RMFPPZIP.EXE - can be used on a OS/2 workstation

The goal of the Spreadsheet Reporter is to assist system programmers and capacity
planners in processing and interpreting RMF data.

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Cache SMF Record Conversion Tool (ERBCCV) (Disc 5)

ERBCCYV converts SMF records from the Cache RMF Reporter (CRR) format into the
RMF Postprocessor Cache (RMF) format.

Before RMF provided integrated cache support, the Cache RMF Reporter (H5798-DQD)
program offering collected and stored the data in SMF records. If you want to use the
RMF Postprocessor Cache report to look at reports based on the old SMF data
generated by CRR, you must convert the CRR records before RMF can process them
because the records written by CRR and RMF have different layouts. For this purpose,
RMF provides the conversion tool ERBCCV.

ERBCCYV is intended to run in batch mode, but it can also be called in the foreground
from TSO.

Software Requirements
ERBCCYV runs on MVS 5.1 or MVS 5.2 as well as on all 0S/390 releases. You also
need the appropriate level of RMF installed on the system running the tool.

To produce cache reports with the RMF Postprocessor, you need the following APARs

installed:

Release Level

RMF 5.1.0 Ow19337

RMF 5.2.0 Oow18886

0S/390 1.2.0 RMF Integral part of this release

Not all SMF records written by CRR can be converted. The records must fulfill the
following conditions:

¢ They must have been created by CRR version 1.6 or higher.

¢ They must have at least one device data section and one control unit status
section. (Otherwise they are regarded as problem records and are skipped.)

¢ The control units for which the records were created must be supported by RMF.
(SMF records created for 3880-xx control units are skipped because the 3880
control-unit family is not supported by RMF.)

How to Install ERBCCV
Install the conversion tool ERBCCV on an MVS or OS/390 system by following these
steps:

1 Remove the CD-ROM from its protective case and insert it into the CD-ROM
drive.

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Online Message Facility for 0S/2

—— Before You Begin

To find OMF in this collection, see “What's On Each CD?” on page 8.

The Online Message Facility (OMF) is an OS/2 program that lets you display the
descriptions of host messages that you receive in your host session. While using 0S/2,
you can click on a message ID that appears in a host window controlled by
Communications Manager. OMF uses BookManager Library Reader/2 or READ/2 to
search for that message ID in the appropriate book and to display the explanation in an
0S/2 window.

If the message that you selected contains certain types of system codes, such as
sense or abend codes, you can branch directly from the message description to the
descriptions of the codes in that message.

OMF also has a search function that lists the different types of message prefixes and
codes contained in a set of online books. When you enter a code or message number,
OMF passes it to the appropriate online book. You can also use all the functions of
BookManager READ/2 after OMF starts it.

OMF searches only books that have been enabled for it. Each book that is enabled for
OMF comes with a file called a Message Parsing Template (MPT) that identifies the
message prefixes in that book.

Installing OMF

To use OMF, you must install the Online Message Facility program on your hard disk
and have access to the MPT files. For more detailed information about OMF and how
to install and use it, go to /BM Online Library Installing and Using the Online Library,
GC31-8311 or the IBM Online Message Facility: User's Guide in the Online Message
Facility Bookshelf.

Starting OMF
You must start OMF before you can use it to get message explanations. Do one of the
following:

¢ Using the OMF Folder:

1 Open the Online Message Facility folder that was created when you
installed OMF.

2 Select the OMF for 052/V2 icon in the folder.

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Chapter 4. What Is the IBM Online Library?

The “Library” contains IBM publications and product books available in BookManager
form. The books are organized into collections and packaged on CD-ROMs. Some
collections also contain books available in other forms such as HTML and PostScript.

All the BookManager books in the Online Library are viewable, without changing them,
on these IBM operating systems: MVS, 0S/390, VM, 0S/2, DOS, AS/400, and RISC
System/6000. The same book can be viewed at your workstation or terminal using any
of the following methods.

¢ The IBM BookManager Library Readers for 0S/2, Windows, and DOS, which are
provided at no charge with the library

e AS/400 InfoSeeker, which is provided as a part of the Operating System/400 in
Version 3

¢ Any of the IBM BookManager READ licensed programs for MVS, VM, 0S/2,
Windows, DOS, or AIX/6000

e The IBM BookManager READ component of 0OS/390

Think of the IBM Online Library as you would think of the public library in your
community. A public library houses large numbers of books organized into a variety of
collections by subject. Each collection occupies one or more bookshelves. The
bookshelves contain the books. The public library has a librarian and tools to help you
discover what is available, and find what you want. The IBM Online Library, like your
community library, also contains large numbers of publications and product books
organized into collections. But, the IBM Online Library is not a big building or a large
room; it's several little boxes of CD-ROMs. It's not on long rows of shelves and stacks
of books; it's online. It's not up the street or down the hall; it's right under your
fingertips.

What's in the IBM Online Library?

The Online Library has evolved into three editions: the Omnibus Edition, the Framework
Edition, and the Productivity Edition.

The Editions and Their Collections

The Relationship between the Collections
Some product libraries may appear in more than one collection. The VTAM library is in
the MVS, 0S/390 and VM platform collections because it is a product that runs on
MVS, OS/390 and VM. lt is also in the Networking Collection because it is a product
that provides network services.

Some books may appear in more than one collection. The VTAM Messages and
Codes manual is in the MVS, 0S/390, and VM Collections because it is part of the
VTAM product library. It is also in the Messages and Codes Collection because it
contains messages and codes.

How the Collections Are Kept Up to Date

The collections in the Online Library are revised regularly. Some collections are
completely updated each quarter. Some collections, where it is appropriate, are revised
less frequently or are revised to coincide with the release of specific products. As new
product books are released by IBM or when books are updated, they are included in
the next regular update of the appropriate collections. You may still receive individual
sets of product books in hardcopy, on CD-ROMs, or on tape with some of the new
products you order. These sets of books are delivered in these interim forms so they
can accompany a product when it is released for general availability (GA). These
interim product libraries will be included in the next regular update of the Online Library
collections to which they apply. Even though product libraries and individual books
appear in more than one collection, all the collections that are issued at the same time
contain libraries and books that are at the same level.

How You Can Use the IBM Online Library

You can set up an IBM Online Library on your OS/2, Windows, DOS, or RISC

0OS/2, Windows, or DOS workstation.
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¢ Install the Library Reader and copy the books to an OS/2 or DOS LAN server and
view them from an attached workstation.

* Upload the books from a workstation to an MVS or VM host and view them from
an attached terminal or workstation with the IBM BookManager READ/MVS or
READ/VM licensed programs. These licensed programs are not provided in the
IBM Online Library. They must be purchased separately.

* Upload the books from a workstation to an OS/390 host and view them from an
attached terminal or workstation with the IBM BookManager READ component of

From this list of bookshelves, you can:

Sort the list of bookshelves by title or description.

Locate a book without knowing its bookshelf

If you list the books in a bookshelf, you can:

Use all the other BookiManager Library Reader or BookManager READ capabilities.

The instructions in the following sections show you how to accomplish basic tasks and
should give you enough help so you can find and use any online book in the IBM
Online Library. You can use these instructions for the BookManager Library Readers
and the BookManager READ licensed programs. The library readers operate in the
same way as the READ products. If you want to learn more advanced features of the
Online Library, see “Using Other BookManager Library Reader and BookManager
READ Capabilities” on page 253.

Using the List of Bookshelves

Sorting the Bookshelf List
For OS/2 or DOS:

1 Select the View option on the action bar.
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A pull-down window appears.

2 Select Sort by ... or the type of sort you want.
The Sort by ... choice will open a pop-up window.

The library readers let
you use all the functions of the BookManager READ licensed programs, but they are
limited to reading only IBM books and any other books that are designated specifically
“For use with the Library Readers.”

If you use IBM BookManager BUILD products to create your own documentation, your
books cannot be read by the IBM Library Readers unless you purchase a PRPQ from
IBM. The PRPQ gives you the right to redistribute the IBM Library Reader as well as to
“stamp” books (designate them “For use with the Library Readers.”)

Viewing CKITLIST.TXT in 0S/2

In order to properly view CKITLIST.TXT on your OS/2 system, you may need to change
the default font to a monospace font. If you try to use a proportional font to view the
file, items in the file will not line up properly, making the file difficult to read.

Use the Enhanced Editor for PM (EPM) tool (delivered with OS/2) to view the file. It
helps you easily select the proper font. Follow these steps:

1 Open an OS/2 window.

Change to the directory containing the CKITLIST.TXT file.
Enter epm ckitlist.txt.

In the EPM window, select Command in the menu bar.
Select Command Dialog.

Enter monofont in the command line.

Press Enter or click OK.

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Chapter 6. Installing the Online Library on an OS/2 or DOS LAN

Server

You can put the IBM Library Reader and the IBM Online Library on a LAN. You may
want to put the collections of IBM books on a LAN because:

¢ You want to centralize control and support of the IBM Online Library.
¢ You do not have CD-ROM drives for all your workstations.
e You do not have space on each workstation for the Library Reader and the books.

There are different ways to use the LAN server. You can:

¢ Put the CD-ROMSs containing collections of IBM books on one or more of the LAN
server's CD-ROM drives, and put the Library Reader on a LAN server hard disk.

¢ Put the CD-ROMSs on one or more of the LAN server's hard disks, and put the
Library Reader on a LAN server hard disk.

¢ Put the CD-ROMSs on one or more of the LAN server's CD-ROM drives, and put
the Library Reader on the hard disk in each workstation. Putting the Library
Reader on each workstation's hard disk may also improve performance.

Planning for LAN Setup

To make the IBM Online Library available to users on a LAN, you need to put the
books, shelves, and indexes, and the appropriate IBM Library Readers out on the
drives of the server and give users access to these drives. You can install the readers
on each individual workstation, or on a drive on the server. You can also define the
readers as public applications, so whenever a workstation is booted, icons for the
readers appear.

Your LAN setup must have the following:

e User access to the books, shelves, and indexes.
e User access to the library reader code.
» BookManager pointing to the directory containing the books.

Users should see this setup automatically when they logon to the LAN.

Additional Requirements for Using the IBM Library Reader on a LAN

The items listed here are in addition to the requirements listed in IBM Online Library
Installing and Using the Online Library.

You may want to consider attaching at least one CD-ROM drive for each CD-ROM
containing IBM books you want to use and additional drives for for any other CD-ROMs
you plan to use. Additional CD-ROM drives minimize the swapping of CD-ROMs at the
server.

For OS/2 or DOS LAN Requesters (Workstations):
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e A command program (OS/2) or a batch program and profile (DOS)

Note: You can write your own command or batch programs, or you can edit the
SAMPLE.CMD, SAMPLE.BAT, and SAMPLE.PRO files that are included on
the CD-ROM s in each collection of IBM books.

Using the IBM Online Library CD-ROMs on an OS/2 LAN Server

—— Before You Begin

The rest of this chapter includes examples of installing and using the IBM Online
Library on a LAN. Because LAN configurations vary widely, it is not possible to
include exact installation instructions. These examples are meant to illustrate
installation and usage considerations you may need to make.

The following examples assume that D is the drive letter for the first CD-ROM drive on
the OS/2 LAN server and D:\ is the directory on the CD-ROM that contains the
directories for the IBM books and bookshelves. If the drive letter for your CD-ROM is
not D, replace it with the drive letter you are using. The examples also assume that
IBMBOOKS is the alias for the IBM Online Library and that there will be 20 users on
the LAN.
To use the IBM Online Library CD-ROMs on the LAN server, follow these instructions:

1 set up the workstation that is to be used as the OS/2 LAN server.

2 Attach the CD-ROM drives you will be using.

3 Install the IBM LAN Server program.

4 Use the IBM LAN Server program to create a file alias on the OS/2 LAN server
for the directory on the CD-ROMs that contain IBM books.

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Putting the IBM Library Reader for 0S/2 on an OS/2 LAN Server

You can share the Library Reader by putting it on the hard disk of your OS/2 LAN
server. You may want to put it there because:

e The hard disks on your workstations have limited space.
¢ You have a limited number of workstation with CD-ROM drives.
¢ You want to centralize control and support of the IBM Library Reader.

Note: The following examples assume that C:\READIBM2 is the directory on the hard
disk on your OS/2 LAN server in which you are going to put the Library Reader
for OS/2.

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Chapter 7. Setting Up a Walk-Up-and-Use Library Kiosk

You can set up a walk-up-and-use kiosk for your IBM Online Library. One kiosk can
serve your department or one or more can serve your entire organization. You just
need to place a terminal or workstation with access to the IBM Online Library in a
location that is convenient for the members of your organization to get to when they
need information. If you are the administrator for your company's hardcopy library, you
may already have a kiosk that you use for other kinds of library access. You may be
able to add the IBM Online Library to the terminal or workstation that you are already
using as a kiosk. To set up a kiosk, you can do the following:

1 Decide how the kiosk should be set up. You can do one of the following:

a. Set up an 0S/2, DOS, or AIX/6000 workstation and the IBM Online Library
yourself in your department or library. To set up the workstation, follow the
instructions in IBM Online Library Installing and Using the Online Library.

b. Work with your LAN administrator to set up an OS/2, DOS, or AIX/6000
LAN-connected workstation that has access to a LAN server containing the
IBM Online Library.

c. Work with your MVS, 0OS/390, or VM system administrator to set up a
host-connected terminal or workstation that has access to an MVS, 0S/390,
or VM host that contains the IBM Online Library. Your host system
administrator should follow the instructions in IBM Online Library Installing
and Using the Online Library. You may need to help your administrator by
uploading the contents of the CD-ROMSs to your host system.

2 Use the CD-ROMs at your workstation or give them to the LAN administrator or
your host system administrator. Do one of the following:

a. Use the CD-ROMs in one or more CD-ROM drives attached to your kiosk.
You might want to put the CD-ROM drives in a secure place to prevent
users from switching CD-ROMs without your knowing it.

b. Copy the books and library reader from the CD-ROMs on a CD-ROM drive
attached to your kiosk onto a large hard disk in the kiosk.

c. If your kiosk does not have its own CD-ROM drive but is connected to a
host, you can upload the books and the library reader from the CD-ROMs at
a workstation that has a CD-ROM drive to your host and then download
them to your kiosk. Refer to the instructions in IBM Online Library Installing
and Using the Online Library.

d. If your kiosk does not have its own CD-ROM drive and is not
host-connected, you can copy the books and the library reader from the
CD-ROMs at a workstation that has a CD-ROM drive to diskettes and then
copy them from the diskettes to your kiosk. Refer to the instructions in
Chapter 8, “Distributing the IBM Online Library on Diskettes” on page 267.
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e. Upload the books from the CD-ROMs at a workstation that has a CD-ROM
drive to your MVS, OS/390, or VM host. Refer to the instructions in IBM
Online Library Installing and Using the Online Library.
3 Make the collection booklets available as a reference for users of the kiosk.

4 Provide instructions to your users so they can get access to the IBM Online
Library.
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Chapter 8. Distributing the IBM Online Library on Diskettes

You can distribute the IBM Library Readers and selected IBM books, bookshelves, and
bookshelf search indexes on diskettes to workstations without CD-ROMs drives and
LAN or host connections.

You can transfer the IBM Library Readers to diskette using the IBM Library Reader
Package.

You can transfer booké to diskettes in two ways:

¢ Using SCRT/2 or SCRT/DOS to transfer bookshelves and books from a CD-ROM
to a diskette. Refer to “Putting Books, Bookshelves, and Indexes on Diskettes
Using the SCRT” on page 269 for instructions.

e Using the OS/2 or DOS COPY command.
If you already have BookManager READ/2 or READ/DOS installed on your

workstations, you do not need to distribute the library readers. You only need to
distribute the books, bookshelves, and bookshelf search indexes.

Estimating Diskette Space Requirements

If you are copying books to diskettes and hard disks, refer to the sizes of books,
bookshelves, and bookshelf search indexes listed in the individual bookshelf
descriptions in the collection booklet. While hard disks are usually large, remember
that diskettes hold only .72MB or 1.44MB.

Distributing the IBM Library Reader on a Diskette

You can distribute the IBM Library Reader package on a diskette from a workstation
that has a network connection to one that does not. All the files for the IBM Library
Readers are prepackaged for you to make them easier to distribute. The packages are
self-extracting and compressed. All you have to do is handle the one packaged file
containing the IBM Library Reader you want instead of many individual files.

Use the File Transfer Program (FTP) to transfer the packaged files from IBM. You may
need to use several diskettes. Follow these instructions:

1 Insert a blank formatted 1.44MB or larger diskette into your diskette reader.
2 FTP to ps.software.ibm.com
3 Logon as anonymous. Use your e-mail address as the password.

4 Change to the /ps/products/bookmanager/tools directory.

Download the README.TXT file and review it. It explains the naming convention
used for the files in the directory and helps you select the appropriate files to
download.

Download the appropriate library reader files to your hard drive in Binary mode.
The files are self-extracting diskette images.

Unzip the file from your hard drive to the diskette. For example, to unzip the first
IBM Library Reader for Windows file, enter:

Carry the diskettes to the workstation to which you want to install the IBM Library
